PerDom Logistics Minimum Qualification Criteria

1. Minimum age is 25. 
2. Must have two (2) years verifiable over the road tractor/trailer experience within the preceding four (4) years.  We do not consider truck driving school, military, straight truck, bus driver, local heavy hauling, rock/sand haulers, mobile home haulers, drive away/tow away operations or local intra-city driving experience as over the road experience. Intra-state experience will be considered for those locations that operate locally only.

3. Should have no more than five (5) jobs in the past three (3) years.  Applicants that have a history of abandoning units, quitting under dispatch, company policy violations, quitting without notice or other negative behaviors will not be considered.

4. Must possess a current and non-provisional Class A Commercial Driver’s License, with no renewal stipulations from their state of residence.

5. Must not have any license suspensions or revocation for violations of any local, state or federal regulations within the preceding five (5) years, other than due to financial responsibility, parking, vehicle weight or defect violations.

6. Must have no more than three (3) moving violations in the preceding three (3) years.  Only one of these violations may be serious as defined by 49 C.F.R. 383.5 (speeding 15 m.p.h. or more over the speed limit, improper or erratic lane change, reckless driving, following too closely or a violation resulting in a fatality).

7. Must have no conviction for reckless or careless driving as a result of an accident or violation of any local, state, or federal law resulting in a fatality, failure to report an accident, or leaving the scene of an accident within the preceding five (5) years.

8. Must not have been involved in any major preventable accident within the preceding five (5) years, including but not limited to, rollovers, accidents involving serious injury, or pending litigation for which they were convicted of a violation of a local, state, or federal regulation.

9. Must provide a legible, unadulterated copy of their long form physical, on the proper form as outline in 49 C.F.R. 391.43, no older than one (1) year from their state of licensure.  If the copy they present is not correct, illegible or appears to have been altered, we will not accept it.

10. Must be able to successfully pass the DOT drug screen and have no violations of the Federal Highway Drug & Alcohol Regulations.
11. Must be able to read and speak the English language sufficiently to converse with the general public, to understand highway traffic signs and signals in the English language, to respond to official inquiries, and to make entries on reports and records.
12. Must be able to meet the guidelines to obtain a Transportation Worker Identification Card (TWIC card) as detailed on the TWIC website.  http://twicinformation.tsa.dhs.gov/twicinfo/, Must apply and obtain a TWIC card within 60 days from the start of your contract.
